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APPEARANCE
A sophisticated powdery pink robe
with luminous glints of wild rose.
Delicate, vivacious bubbles are the
result of extensive aging.

AROMAS
A base of 20% of reserve wines,
white and red, give this rosé blend
a subtle, yet complex nose. The
initial fragrances recall homemade
strawberry jam fresh from the
stove, mixed with the fruitiness of
vineyard peach, followed by
luscious warm notes of
gingerbread laced with a touch of
cinnamon.

FLAVORS
The pronounced powerful
mouthfeel offers a burst of
strawberry, raspberry, and
blackberry nestled in velvety
whipped cream.

BLEND
80% of wines of the year are 1/3
Pinot Noir, 1/3 Pinot Meunier, and
1/3 Chardonnay
20% of reserve wines are 50%
Pinot Noir and 50% Chardonnay
with an average age of 5 years and
an addition of 5% to 6% of red
wines to the founding blend.
