
Vintage: Early reports of the 2019 vintage have described it  as a classic year. A cold wet spring slowed vine growth and the 
persistent rain made rot and disease a threat. However, despite the added risks, the rains gave the soils the much-needed 
water to survive the summer months. June then delivered a fantastic summer with the hot, dry days lasting through to 
August when a hailstorm broke loose. Good conditions swiftly picked up again and idyllic weather continued into 
September.
