Vintage Notes

Aftera relative warm winter, alotofrainin
January and some record of high temperatures
for the seasonin February and March and a hot
summer, with two short periodsinJulyand
August of intense heat. Temperatures being
2°C higherthanstandard. Septemberand
Octoberallowed usto harvestin good
conditions, without massive rains. Yields were
lowerthan 2019, beingthe lower harvest
guantity registered. Inthe same time wines
offergood balance between elegance,
freshness and complexity.
