Intense ruby red in color with slight garnet reflections. Notes of  
ripe red fruit; scents of  cherry; and hints of  delicate balsam and 

vanilla on the nose. The palate is voluminous with great structure 
and the elegant tannins are complemented by a pleasant acidity 

giving this wine a long and enveloping finish.

GRAPE VARIETY
90% Sangiovese, 5% Cabernet Sauvignon, 5% Merlot

AGING
21 months in tonneaux followed by 3 to 6 months in the bottle.

This red combines a ray of  pure cherry 
with coffee, spice, wild herb and tobacco 
flavors in a seamless way, while sanguine 
and iron elements chime in on the finish. 

Balanced and elegant, with a lingering, 
complex aftertaste. Drink now through
